Thoughts from the Revé. 
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Whoôs Getting All that Money? 

Last Sunday evening at our Administrative Council Meeting I said that our Evangelism Com-

mittee is planning to take advantage of a seminar called ñTurnaround Boot Campò that is being 

offered through our Annual Conference. The seminarôs subtitle is ñHow To Get More Mem-

bers for Your Church,ò which is something most of us agree that we need to do. I reported that 

the cost of the seminar itself would be $300 for a team that includes the pastor (thatôs me) and 

up to eight lay persons. Later one of our members who was at the meeting said to me, ñI donôt 

think people realized that you were telling them how their apportionments were being used.ò  

He was right. Most people donôt understand how apportionments are used. In the case of 

ñTurnaround Boot Camp,ò the normal cost of the seminar would be $1,550 for a nine-person 

team, but because the conference is underwriting a major portion of the cost our savings will 

be $1250 if we send a full team. Thatôs our apportionment dollars coming directly back to us 

to help us find ways to become a better, stronger, revitalized congregation. It seems a bit ironic 

that the promotional literature about the seminar says, ñdue to your support of our conference 

apportionments, we are able to offer this reduced rate.ò The truth of the matter is that we have 

not completely supported our conference apportionments, yet we stand to benefit from confer-

ence funds.  

 

And what are some of the other ways that conference apportionment funds are being used? 

How about education? Right here in Guilford County we have three of our United Methodist 

institutions of higher learning: Bennett College, Greensboro College, and High Point Univer-

sity. A portion of our conference funding is dedicated to providing scholarships to deserving 

students who attend those schools. Do you know someone who attended one of those institu-

tions and received scholarships or other financial assistance? I can think of several people, 

many who have gone on to serve the church as pastors or Christian educators.  

 

Our conference also supports Africa University, a Methodist owned and operated institution in 

Zimbabwe that offers higher education to students from all over the African continent. Degree 

programs are offered in agriculture, nursing, health management, theology, government, and 

management, to name a few. Africa University is training leaders to go back into their own na-

tions and communities to teach others how to grow the food that will nourish starving popula-

tions, provide health care to people suffering from illness, guide people to peaceful solutions 

to their problems, and to start new churches and draw people to Christ.

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Sure, apportionment dollars also pay the Bishopsô and District Superintendentsô salaries and 

provide funds to operate the conference and district offices. But contrary to what many people 

think, the apportionment does more than just sustain the bureaucracy. It also touches the lives 

of people at the point of their need, even us in local churches that donôt pay all our apportion-

ments.

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The Conference General Church Apportionment  

 

Our 2011 Budget includes $7,653 for the WNCC General Church Apportionment.  The General Church Appor-

tionment covers the following funds, of which seven are approved and funded across the United Methodist Church, as a 

denomination. They are funded by our Western NC Conference in the following percentages of the General Church Ap-

portionment. 

The Africa University  was                

established in 1992 in Zimbabwe and                                                                                                                                                 

is totally supported by the United                                                                                                                                                  

Methodist Church, costing $2.5 million                                                                                                                                                    

annually. It has undergraduate and                                                                                                                                                 

graduate level courses and attracts                                                                                                                                                       

students from across Africa. 

The Black College Fund                                                                                                                                                          

helps to support eleven historically                                                                                                                                                     

black colleges and universities.  These                                                                                                                                                 

colleges are:  Bennett College for                                                                                                                                                        

Women in Greensboro, NC, Bethune-                                                                                                                                                 

Cookman University in Daytona Beach,                                                                                                                                                    

FL, Claflin University in Orangeburg, SC,                                                                                                                                                     

Clark Atlanta University in Atlanta, GA, Dillard University in New Orleans, LA, Huston-Tillotson University in Austin, TX, 

Meharry Medical College in Nashville, TN, Paine College in Augusta, GA, Philander Smith College in Little Rock, AR, 

Rust College in Holly Springs, MS, and Wiley College in Marshall, TX. 

The Episcopal Fund  is equal to 2.4% of the cash salaries paid to pastors and associate pastors.  It pays the 

salaries, housing, office and travel expenses for bishops, retired bishops, and the survivors of deceased bishops within 

the denomination. It really should be renamed The Bishopsô Fund. 

The General Administration Fund  is paid by our conference to pay for the denominationôs General Confer-

ence, the General Council on Finance and Administration, Archives and History, and other administrative costs. 

The Interdenominational Cooperation Fund  is the conferenceôs apportionment to support the National and 

World Council of Churches and Consultation on Church Union.   

The Jurisdictional Administration Fund  supports the Southeastern Jurisdictional Conference and the ongo-

ing programming at Lake Junaluska Assembly and throughout the Southeastern US.  The Jurisdictional Conference 

elects and assigns bishops and certain representatives to general boards. 

The Lake Junaluska Dam & Lake Restoration Fund  is the conferenceôs share of the costs related to recon-

struction and repair of the dam at the Southeastern Jurisdictional Assembly at Lake Junaluska. 

The Ministerial Educational Fund  is split.  One-fourth is retained by our conference for scholarships for semi-

nary students and continuing education for our ministers and deacons.  The other three-fourths goes to support the 

United Methodist theological schools and for ministerial recruitment. 

The World Service Fund  basically covers missionary and worldwide relief efforts, as detailed in last monthôs 

article. We are charged with spreading the gospel to all the nations, as an expression of Godôs love. Our love connec-

tion flows through from our church through the Conference Apportionments, of which the General Church Fund is a 

part.  Next month, we will continue to discuss Conference Apportionments.
