Challenger exploded over Cape Canaveral taking the lives of seven astronauts. For
some of us the loss was personal, since the pilot on that mission, Michael Smith, was
the husband of a friend from my home church, Calvary UMC in Charlotte. Francis Sco-
bee, Judith Resnick, Ron McNair, Ellison Onizuka, Al Jarvis, and Christa McAuliffe,
were the others in the crew that we remember as The Challenger Seven. Their lives
read like a cross-section of American society, so much so that practically every person
in our nation could find some way to identify with at least one of them.

Their lives spanned practically every significant racial, gender, and religious gap
in our nation. Among them were white, black, and oriental. They were men and
women, Catholic, Protestant, and Jew. They were mothers and fathers, husbands and
wives. Among them were military men, scientists, accomplished musicians, one who
loved to work with wood, one who loved nature and the outdoors, and a teacher of chil-
dren.

Each of them was so different from the others, yet in the instant that it took for
their lives to be ended, all of their differences disappeared in the hearts of this nation,
and they became in our memories simply the crew of the Challenger.

Perhaps there is lesson here for all of us who ride on this fragile spaceship earth.
We are al/l so different, yet we are al/|l
to be. As | remember the Challenger Seven on the twenty-fifth anniversary of their
deaths, | pray that someday we may set aside all our differences and, like the Chal-
lenger Seven, strive together to reach the stars.
