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Well here we are at the end of another Christmas season. Weôve 

decorated our homes, put up Christmas trees, and endured the 

crowds at the malls. Weôve enjoyed the festive parties and the rich 

food. Weôve been delighted by the childrenôs choir, as in their sim-

ple way they reminded us of the birth of Jesus in pageant and song. 

Weôve been moved by the music of hand bells and organ,  piano 

and guitar, and especially the voices of our choir. On Christmas 

Eve the candlelight communion service filled us with warm feelings 

of peace and contentment. Weôve unwrapped all the gifts, had too 

much to eat for Christmas dinner, consoled children whose Christ-

mas toys were broken much too soon, and cleared away all the pa-

per and boxes and bows. Now the season is at an end, and itôs time to get back to life as 

usual, back to the daily grind. If we still have any lingering thoughts about this holiday sea-

son they probably focus on how we are going to pay for our overindulgence, and thoughts of 

the baby Jesus, Emmanuel, ñGod with us,ò have begun to fade. 

But as the TV ads say, ñWait! Thereôs more!ò Just as we think we are through with Christ-

mas, nearly two weeks later, here comes Epiphany, which means ñan appearance of God.ò 

God wonôt let us forget that he is with us, not just in a manger in Bethlehem, but in the visits 

of strangers from foreign lands, in dreams warning of danger, in actions taken to insure the 

fulfillment of his promises. And that opens up the possibility that God is present with us even 

today in other events and other encounters that otherwise seem to be common occurrences. 

The God who is with us is not done with us yet, even though we may think we are done with 

him for a while. He is intent on reminding us that his coming into our world was not simply a 

one-time event, but an on-going process, and he will put in an appearance as often as we 

will open our hearts to him.  

When and where will your next Epiphany be? Will you see God in the faces of those you 

love? Will you find him among the poor? Will you encounter him in the simple faith of a child 

or the mature faith of the elderly? Will he appear to you in your own home, at the office, or 

on the street? Go through these days after Christmas with your hearts and minds open to 

the possibility that God is with us not just on Christmas Day but always. He might put in an 

appearance at any time.
