Thoughts from the Revé. 
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Changes Approved at Annual Conference  

 

One of the most important items of business at annual conference this year was the election 
of delegates to the 2012 General and Jurisdictional Conferences. General Conference will 
be held in Tampa, Florida, next spring and the Jurisdictional Conference will be held at Lake 
Junaluska the following July. The election of these delegations always adds pressure to the 
annual conference sessions, because the balloting is a long and sometimes frustrating proc-
ess that interrupts the other business to which the conference must attend. A total of 56 
delegates and alternates (28 laypersons and 28 clergypersons) had to be chosen over the 
four days allotted for the business sessions. These are the folks who will help chart the 
course of our denomination through the year 2016. Our Greensboro District is well repre-
sented, with 4 General Conference delegates, 4 Jurisdictional Conference delegates, and 2 
alternates.  

 

As important as those elections were, I think the biggest thing that happened was the deci-
sion to reduce the number of districts in our annual conference from fifteen to eight. The 
transition to this new organization of our conference will begin in 2012, and it will become 
fully functional in 2013. The driving factor behind this radical change is the economy and the 
need to reduce the administrative costs of the conference. The study committee that re-
searched the proposal reported that as much as $1.4 million may be cut from the financial 
baseline of the conference by eliminating seven of the district offices. Some of these savings 
will be used to reduce the costs of the local churches that support the work of the confer-
ence. But some of it will also be redirected away from administration and into actual ministry, 
with congregational revitalization being a major emphasis.  

 

There is a lot to be done in the coming year to prepare for this change. Bishop Goodpaster 
will be appointing a task force that will make recommendations about how eight district su-
perintendents will be able to accomplish the work that is currently being done by fifteen. Ob-
viously, the task force is going to have to think outside the box and come up with some inno-
vative ways for the districts to function efficiently. One part of the plan will probably include 
ñPresiding Elders,ò clergy appointed to local churches who, in addition to carrying out their 
normal pastoral duties, will take on part of the work that the district superintendents are do-
ing now.  

 

Another change that was announced at annual conference is that we will meet later in June 
than we have been meeting. In the nearly forty years that I have been attending annual con-
ference, we have always met the first full week of June, with annual conference Sunday

The Greensboro District of the Western North Carolina Conference includes 73 churches, and their website is 
http://greensborodistrictumc.org/.

The District Expense Fund covers expenses that are not funded by the Western NC Conference budget 

that are related directly to the Greensboro District. 

Camp Guilrock belongs to the Greensboro District.  It is a nature reserve located at 531 Beville Road, Reids-

ville, NC.  It provides overnight camping in the Asbury and Kingswood Lodges.  There are kitchens, bathrooms, and 

meeting areas.  The Wesley Pavilion was recently enclosed, renovated, and renamed the Wesley Fellowship Center.  

This camping facility includes canoeing, fishing, swimming, campfires, and other spiritually recharging activities.  

Their website is campguilrock.org. 

District Mission Fund is calculated to equal $2 per member, according to a District spokesperson.  The 

Greensboro District supports the following ministries:  Lay Speaker Training, UMAR, Blessed Table Food Pantry and 

Clothing Closet, FaithAction International House, Project Agape, Project Oglala Hope, Haiti Response, United Meth-

odist Men and Women, and others. 

Hispanic Ministries  supports Emanuel United Methodist Church that currently meets at Glenwood UMC, 

1417 Glenwood Avenue, Greensboro.  The pastor is shared with the NE District. 

Chrysalis Counseling & Consultation Center serves hundreds of persons in the Lexington, High Point, 
Northeast and Greensboro districts each year who experience emotional problems related to depression, grief and 
loss, stress and anxiety; marital conflict; separation and divorce; relational problems, and children and family issues. 
It is a non-profit, fee based, faith-based center that offers mental health services as a spiritual health ministry.  It is 
located at 612 Pasteur Drive in Greensboro, and the website is chrysaliscenterpiedmont.com. 

Wesley Foundations support the campus ministries at Bennett, Greensboro College, A&T and UNCG. 

In summary, John Wesley and the early Methodists were particularly concerned about inviting people to ex-
perience Godôs grace through disciplined Christian living. They placed primary emphasis on putting faith and love into 
action.  Our Love Connection, through our Conference and District Apportionments, is our way of demonstrating our 
faith and love in God through His Church.

Grow -On Sunday Results  

 A total of 64 households (husbands and wives or single persons) 

completed Estimate of Giving Cards this year. 

 A total of 32 of these households increased their financial commitment above last year's 

amount. 

 Comparing the full year of the last stewardship program to the first two weeks of this steward-

ship program, we have received 25% fewer cards so far but the dollar commitment for the 

2011/2012  period is 8.7% greater ($133,688 previously vs. $145,380 currently). 

 Based on last year's giving records, $119,876 can be expected for the coming year from per-

sons who have established giving patterns but did not complete Estimate of Giving cards or were 

not in a position to make a commitment. 

 This gives us a grand total of $265,216 in anticipated income for the next twelve months.
