The Connectional Table  covers benevolence grants for missions and emerging ministries.  Examples are 

the Good Samaritan Clinic, Yokefellow Prison Ministry, WNCC Building Teams, and Peace and Justice Clinic. 

Leadership Development covers Young Adult Task Force, WNCC Council on Campus Ministries, Camp 

Tekoa, Youth Ministries, Leadership Development, and Covenant Peer Groups. 

Justice & Reconciliation  is applied to ethnic local church concerns, a peace and justice clinic, a Commis-

sion on Church Unity and Interreligious Concerns, and Partners in Justice and Reconciliation. 

Congregational Excellence  pays for the establishment of 30 new faith communities by 2012, a Resource 

Center, the Congregational Excellence Revitalization Program for 300 congregations by 2012, and a Mission Re-

sponse Center. 

Higher Education: University Scholarships  supports scholarships at 5 UMC institutions:  Bennett College, 

Brevard College, Greensboro College, High Point University, and Pfeiffer University. 

Health & Human Service Consortium funds grants for the following conference-related agencies:  The Chil-

drenôs Home, Givens Estates UM Retirement Community, Aldersgate UM Retirement Community, Arbor Acres UM 

Retirement Community, UMAR-WNC, Methodist Counseling and Consultation Services, Greensboro Counseling 

Center (Chrysalis Life Center), The Potterôs Touch Counseling Center (Asheville), United Methodist Deaf Ministry-

WNC, and Duke Medical Center Chaplainsô Service. 

In summary, these funds are supporting the ministries that are centered in our conference.  Our love connec-

tion includes starting new congregations, prison ministries, scholarships to North Carolina Methodist colleges, a chil-

drenôs home, retirement homes, counseling centers, a deaf ministry, and more.  We Methodists have big hearts, and 

we put our money to many good uses.
