The Operating Support pays for meetings for Ordained Ministry, Cabinet, Commission on Archives and
History, Committee on Episcopacy, Committee on Conference Staff Relations, Board of Laity, Other Committees, the
Annual Conference Sessions, the Journal publicati on,
supplements.

Staff Support pays the salaries and benefits for the Administrative Staff, including Assistant to the Bishop,
Conference Secretary, Director of Connectional Ministries, Treasurer, Director of Communications, and related staff.

Operational Support pays for Information Technology, the Memorial Center operation, Legal fees, Liability
Insurance, Staff Travel, and the other Office Operations for the Conference Administrative Staff.

In summary, these costs are the administrative costs associated with running the WNCC. Our love connection
includes the practical side of our United Methodist Church, and the practical side includes salaries, benefits, computers,
lawyers, paper, and office supplies.
